	Stage 3:  Learning Plan

	Pre-planning

1. Before class (or the day before) Have the stations already printed out- class copies of the primary source documents helps rather than giving them a packet. 

a. I usually have five stations- we go over the first two primary source documents together. 

2. Numbering students off

a. As the students walk in or are sitting in their desks while you are doing attendance give them numbers so they eventually go to one of the five stations around the room. 



	Opening
3. Bellwork: Review of parliamentary acts and colonial responses and questions based on chart previously created by students.  Go over how colonists were feeling as a preview for why the colonists might act in a certain way.

	Introduction to New Material

	Guided Instruction
4. Go over the first two documents with them- read it to them and stop and read/annotate with them so they know how to answer text dependent questions about primary source documents. 

a. I usually make individual copies of the first two documents so they have them in front and so we can do “we do” practice. 

	Collaborative Practice

5. Have the students break into their 5 different stations. They should have their lined papers with them and should be answering those questions as they are walking around the room- this paper is also eventually where they will be evaluating the sources and determining who is at fault for the Boston Massacre. 

a. They are allowed to read and answer these with their fellow classmates while they are at the stations so that it is a “you all do” activity. There are three other documents that are readings and two that are pictures. This helps them to know how to read both pictures and primary source documents. 
b. Have them on a five-minute timer- sometimes they might need 6 minutes but walk around and judge that for yourself- let them know they are on a timer so they are on task! This works, I promise. Then at the end of that timer they will move onto the next station in whatever order, I usually have them move clockwise (up one number).

	Independent Practice
6. Have them go back to their desks to close the activity

a. Have them star next to the document that said the soldiers are at fault. Sad face next to the documents that say the colonists are at fault. Peace sign next to the ones that say both are to blame. 

b. Have them answer the following questions:

i. Which source do you think is most reliable? Explain why. 

ii. Which one do you think is least reliable? Explain why. 
7. Based on what sources you think are reliable and what you have read over the period what do you think happened at the Boston Massacre? Who is at fault? Explain in at least five sentences and use evidence from your sources.

	Closing
Discussion as time allows while materials are collected
